Secretary’s Minutes:

There were no changes to the minutes from the previous meeting on May 17th and a motion was made by Christy Moore and seconded by Seth Southard to approve the minutes.
Treasurer’s Report:

Trinity stated the organization currently has a balance of $11225.95 in the checking account.  The balance was noted to be larger than at this time last year.  Motion made by Andrea Hepner to accept report and seconded by Dana Brown, none opposed.  Jimmy Hepner gave Trinity Addington a $100.00 donation from Brandon Rock.  Brandon was given the $100.00 from his employer.
Select Committee:
Jimmy Hepner proposed a futsal tournament to benefit the Wellness Center.  The board’s assistance was requested by Dr. Pathi for the planned winter event.  Motion was made by Dana Brown to allow the select committee to proceed with the tournament.  Steven Fulton seconded the motion and none were opposed.

Registration Form Committee:

Deanna Sandefur presented the new registration form that was created by the committee.  Form was edited by the board members present and corrections will be made before being printed.  Board  members present voiced concerns about number of forms available to be distributed at school and Deanna will increase number printed by approximately 1000.  Season dates and deadlines were discussed at this time and were set as follows after a 8-1 vote by board members:  8/7/10-Registration deadline;  9/11/10-First day of games;  9/18/10-Picture day;  10/7/10-Last day of games .  Dates will be added to the registration forms.  Motion was made by Robby Asberry to grant registration form committee authority to make needed changes to registration forms and distribute them prior to next meeting.  Motion seconded by Seth Southard. None opposed.
New Fields Construction Committee:
Josh Luttrell is planning on beginning construction on new fence in the next few weeks. 

Fields Committee:
Robby Asberry made a motion to give fields committee authority to purchase new goals as needed for the new fields for the fall season if they received approval from the Treasurer.  Motion seconded by Deanna Sandefur. None opposed.  Fields committee discussed using a sign up sheet for mowing the new fields.  All members were agreeable on the use of a sign up sheet to spread out mowing duties. 

Referee Report:

Nothing to report at this time.

Fundraising Committee:
Robby Asberry read list of businesses that still needed to forward their logos to print shop for signs to be made.  Robby Asberry made a motion to attach the signs advertising businesses who have paid for them directly to the new fence instead of having additional sign post placed.  Motion seconded by Andrea Hepner.  None opposed.  
Scholarship Committee:
Robby Asberry reported that a check for $500 was drafted to Courtney Klaas for the scholarship she was chosen to receive.
Topics for Discussion:
Deanna Sandefur proposed a field day for the fall season registration deadline.  Event would include inflatables for kids, prizes, food, possible raffled items donated and possibly local vendor to be there with soccer supplies available for purchase.  Motion made by Steven Fulton to give authority to registration committee to proceed with plans for field day on 8/7/10 with input to be given by fundraising committee for any fundraising events to be held during event.  Motion seconded by Trinity Addington.  None opposed. Robby Asberrry agreed to contact Legends as a possible vendor for the event.

Deanna also reported on a shade grant that she is aware of that could benefit the new fields.  The grant is to help promote skin cancer prevention and would allow funding for construction of shelters to shade kids from the sun on sidelines. Motion made by Andrea Hepner to proceed with grant, seconded by Dana Brown.  Jimmy Hepner agreed to ask Dr. Pathi for recommendation on a dermatologist that would agree to sponsor the grant.

Seth Southard made a motion  to do away with parent shirt sales due to the difficulties this Spring season.  After much discussion, motion was seconded by Robby Asberry, none opposed.  Parents who wish to order shirts will be referred to the respective vendor.
Concession stand committee was discussed again and will be addressed and discussed further at the July meeting.

Motion made by Seth Southard to add Darren Risinger as a new member, seconded by Robby Asberry, none opposed.

Motion to adjourn made by Robby Asberry and seconded by Andrea Hepner, none opposed.
